PHCC operates a 4-year registered apprentice-
ship program for both Plumbing and Heating/
Cooling technicians. Our apprenticeship
program is recognized and certified by the
United States Department of Labor/Bureau of
Apprenticeship Training and by license and code
authorities that utilize the DOL/BAT standards.

Students participating in a Department of
Labor apprenticeship program must meet two
key requirements during each of the four years:
(1) 144 classroom hours and (2) 2,000 on-the-
job learning hours. Participants in the PHCC
program will attend daytime classes at our lab-
oratory in Cedar Rapids during the weeks of
January 5-9 and May 11-15, 2009 and will also
participate in online classes between these two
dates to meet the 144 classroom hour require-
ment. The student's employer will be respon-
sible for helping the student meet the 2,000
hour on-the-job requirement.

A standing committee of PHCC contractor
members oversees the operation of our regis-
tered apprenticeship program.

Workers who achieve journey-level status by
completing a registered apprenticeship program
have the opportunity to earn above-average
wages. As they gain skill, they are compensated
through increases in wages and benefits, a
heightened profile within the community, and
satisfaction gained by providing services essen-
tial to our quality of life. At the successful com-
pletion of the apprenticeship, they become
skilled certified journey-level workers and

Registered Apprenticeship is a formalized
training program combining on-the-job train-
ing and related technical instruction in which
paid employees receive practical and technical
training in a highly skilled occupation.

Apprenticeships last four years. During this
time apprentices work and learn under the
direction of experienced journeyworkers. Over
time, apprentices are provided the diversity
and complexity of training that leads to becom-
ing highly skilled in their occupations.

Pursuant to the new state licensing law, appli-
cants for either the Master or Journeyperson
state license will need to “provide the board
with evidence of having completed at least four
years of practical experience as an apprentice.
Commencing January 1, 2010, the four years of
practical experience required by this subpara-
graph must be an apprenticeship training pro-
gram registered by the bureau of apprenticeship
and training of the United States department of
labor.” Completion of the PHCC apprentice-
ship program will allow your employees to
meet this requirement.
